When you're buying an appliance, 
We cut a scene featuring a series of appliances. All of the apps' appliances are featured. The text; 'When you’re buying an appliance' reveals on.

the price on the sticker is only half the story.
We cut to see a close up of a price tag which is fluctuating in value. The text; 'The price on the sticker is only half the story' reveals on.

Knowing how much it will cost to run is important too.
We cut to a wider view, and see an expensive looking fridge enter frame. The text; 'knowing how much it will cost to run is important too' reveals on.

Some of the more expensive models
The fridge slides across to the left of frame. The text; 'Some of the more expensive models' reveals on. A power cord animates from the fridge like a snake and out of frame to the right.

can be the cheapest to run.
We follow the power cord to reveal it is connected to a power outlet with only a tiny dollar symbol evaporating from it. The text; 'Can be the cheapest to run' reveals on. We see a low cost looking electricity bill next to it.

Some of the cheapest models
We cut to a new scene where we see a different fridge enter frame. The text; 'Some of the cheapest models' reveals on.

can be the most expensive to run.
This time when we follow the power cord we reveal it is connected to a power outlet and multiple dollar symbols evaporate upwards conveying the sense of burning money. Next to the power point we see an expensive looking electricity bill. The text; 'Can be the most expensive to run' reveals on.

Over five or ten years this can really add up!
We cut to a new scene, where a calendar sits in view. Red dollar signs swiftly mark out each day, quickly cycling through each month - gradually getting faster and faster as though viewed in time-lapse as the months fall away. The text; 'Over five or ten years this can really add up' reveals on.

Saving money on your energy bills leaves more money in your pocket.
Our camera pivots 90 degrees and reveals a scene where a piggy bank sits in front of a growing pile of money. The text; 'Saving money on your energy bill leaves more money in your pocket' reveals on.

That's gotta be a good thing!
We cut to a new scene, where all of the appliances pop on one after another. The text; 'That’s gotta be a good thing!' reveals on. The words “good thing!” animates into a smile.

So how can you tell which model will cost more to run?
We cut to see the text; 'So how can you tell which appliances will cost more to run?' slide in to frame. At the same time a row of fridges appear, we see dollar signs over the appliances. Those dollar signs hold for a second, then flip over from left to right transitioning to question marks. This visual reinforces the uncertainty of which similar appliances cost more to run.

Take the energy rating app shopping.
We cut to discover the App logo spinning slowly as if it is gracefully floating. The text; 'Take the Energy Rating App shopping' reveals on.

Download the app onto your smart phone.
We cut to a new scene, where a smart phone floats with the Energy Savings App on it’s screen. The text; 'Download the app onto your smart phone' reveals on. We see the settings icon flash and blink to indicate that it has been activated and we see the app transition to the Settings screen.

Set your power costs or let the app use the default for your location.
The text; 'Set you power costs or let the app use the default for your location' reveals on.

Choose your appliance type.
We cut to a new scene, with the smart phone in close up. We see that the Washers and Dryers icon has been selected as it flashes. The text; 'Choose your appliance type' reveals on.

The most efficient model appears first
We cut back to a wide shot of the smart phone to see a energy ratings card appear. The text; 'The most efficient model appears first' reveals on as the phone floats across the screen.

...swipe to see the rest.
As the phone floats across the screen we see that the energy ratings cards for each model begin flicking from right to left, one after another. The text; 'swipe to see the rest' reveals on.

Tap on any model for more information.
Finally the phone comes to rest on the left of frame, as the model is selected it’s energy rating card flips around to reveal more information. The text; 'Tap on any model for more information' reveals on.

You can limit your search
We cut to a close up of the phone, which shows the button “What do I need” become selected, revealing a drop down menu featuring details about the product. The text; 'You can limit your search' reveals on.

to particular types of models, by selecting various features.
The camera pulls out to a wider view and we see more of the drop down menu featuring details about the product. The text; 'to particular types of models, by selecting various features' reveals on.

Or search by model number or brand if you know what you're after.
We cut to a new frame where the phone displays a search field being activated. The keypad registers someone typing in something (a model number) The text; 'Or search by model number or brand if you know what you are after' reveals on.

Create a short-list by bookmarking your favourites.
We cut to a close up of the phone, showing the bookmark on a energy rating card begin to flash. The text; 'Create a short-list by bookmarking your favourites' reveals on. A graphic arrow animates on to further point out the ‘bookmark’. The arrow touches the bookmark icon & we see the bookmark icon zoom up into the short-list icon.

This is where the magic happens!
We cut to a new scene. The text; 'This is where the' reveals on. As the text reveals on, 'magic happens!' text springs from inside a magicians top hat along with animated sparks & colour.

Your short-list appears with power costs.
We cut to an alternative perspective, revealing the My Short-list screen showing a list of appliances with power costs but no purchase price. The text; 'Your short-list appears with power costs' reveals on.

You just need to put in the purchase price.
We see a dialogue that shows the purchase price being entered. The text; 'You just need to put in the purchase price' reveals on. We see a notional purchase price entered on the keypad.

To get the whole picture on what each product will cost over time.
We cut to a close up of the phone which now shows the various models with their power/cost equations tabled one after another. The text; 'To get the whole picture on what each product will cost over time' reveals on. The camera tracks down the list on the smart phone. We see the total cost highlighted for each item.

You can see at a glance which is cheaper overall and best for you!
We cut to a wide view of the phone displaying the My Short-list complete with cost comparisons of products. The text; 'You can see at a glance which is cheaper overall and best for you!' reveals on. The 'sort by total cost' button becomes activated which triggers the products to rearrange. We see the cheapest appliance move to the top of the list & become highlighted.
